	Current & Social Issues
	December 9
	This session begins with the students taking the Myers-Briggs test and then introduces them to some of the current issues in Great Falls, and includes presentations on the Military, Police Department, Montana Meth Project, Victim-Witness Assistance Services and the United Way. The day includes a visit, tour and lunch at the Rescue Mission and ends with a Christmas party and gift exchange. 
	

	
	Putting It All Together
	January 13
	This day includes an explanation of the Myers-Briggs test and a group exercise based on personality types. This session also includes introducing the students to preparing for job interviews and then going through an actual interview and feedback.
